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SAN DIEGO ARTIST JAMES STONE SELECTED FOR SPECIAL EXHIBIT AT 

ZIMMER CHILDREN’S MUSEUM: SHOW&TELL: THE ART OF VISION 

 

April 15, 2008 (San Diego, CA)…Master hot glass artist James Stone will be among a select 

group exhibiting at the Zimmer Children Museum’s Show & Tell: The Art of Vision exhibit 

opening May 7, 2008. 

 

His piece, entitled, “Earth Echo,” masterfully depicts the state of the planet faced with global 

warming. This is the latest and most accomplished piece in his repertoire of awe-inspiring, 

larger-than-life sculptures containing a message urging people to be more responsible and take 

steps to preserve our Earth. 

 

Stone, 56, is one of the 75 hand-selected artists, humanitarians and social activists invited to 

create a work of art from visionary objects (cameras, eyeglasses, telescopes, binoculars, etc.).  

 

An environmental artist, Stone uses bright colors and whimsical images boldly brought to life 

with mixed mediums of glass and metal to make a statement. Within his artwork there is a 

perspective with a social consciousness; hidden within the composition or within perspective, are 

elements meant to be thought-provoking. 

 

Curator Kate Stern scours the art world for artists to be in this annual exhibit, and knew that 

Stone’s colorful style with his aquatic-themes would be a great addition to the show. 

 

“I like unique artists,” she said. “And James is very specific. It takes a minute to get his 

connection to vision, but there is nothing like his concept. I love his piece.” 

 

For this project Stone was given a 1940s round mirror with a beveled edge. As an environmental 

artist, Stone strives to raise awareness of how everyday choices impact the environment. He was 

inspired to use his object to create a piece with a global statement. 



 

“I immediately saw a globe and had to decide what I wanted to say about the globe,” Stone said.  

 

He started by placing a camera image of the Earth on clear acetate and applying it to the mirror – 

the mirror now reflects the earth while the observer can see themselves in the mirror.  

 

Using expert techniques, Stone used glass, aluminum and camera film to depict his vision of the 

world today. As man pushes against the Earth, the planet suffers.  

 

“Earth Echo” is his representation of the impact man has had on the environment. Flames stand 

for the burning of the ozone, glass skeletal fish signify the degradation of our oceans, a sheet of 

dichroic glass represents the melting snow caps and glass beads hanging from the piece 

symbolize acid rain with fish hooks inside. While the ring around the earth is a life preserver, 

saying we can save the planet, the words “It’s Always About the Money” make a statement for 

change 

  

“This is a representation of my vision of the impact humanity has had on the Earth,” Stone said. 

“We are turning our Garden of Eden into a cesspool. We are destroying the Earth and we need to 

pay attention.” 

Proceeds from the sale of the art works will benefit the Zimmer Children’s Museum’s youTHink 

arts education programs in California’s public schools, including arts-based lessons along with 

professional development opportunities for teachers. The youTHink initiative utilizes the power 

of art making to foster students’ critical thinking about contemporary issues and empowers them 

to find and use their voices to take action for positive social change.   

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

James Stone is a master artisan who combines the elements of glass, metal and water to say what 
is in his heart. It’s his hope that the viewer senses the relaxing nature of the underwater world, 

while gaining an understanding of the urgency for it care and preservation.
